As geographers we can: begin to collect and analyse statistics and other information in order to draw clear conclusions about locations; begin to identify and describe how the
physical features affect the human activity within a location; identify and describe the main human and physical characteristics; begin to understand and explain how countries and
geographical regions are interconnected and interdependent; name and locate some of the countries and cities of the world and their identifying human and physical characteristics
and understand how some of these aspects have changed over time; describe and understand key aspects of physical geography, including: climate zones, biomes and vegetation
belts, rivers, mountains, volcanoes and earthquakes, and the water cycle; describe and understand key aspects of human geography, including: types of settlement and land use,
economic activity including trade links, and the distribution of natural resources including energy, food, minerals and water.

As geographers children will: use maps, atlases and digital/computer mapping to locate countries and describe features;use fieldwork to observe and r ecord the human and physical features in
the local area using a range of methods including sketch maps, plans, graphs and digital technologies; use a range of resources to identify the key physical and human features of a location;

use the eight points of a compass, four-figure grid references, symbols and keys to communicate knowledge of the United Kingdom and the wider world; create maps of locations identifying

some features using a key. They will ask and answer geographical questions about the physical and human characteristics of a location; describe key aspects of physic al geography, including rivers,
mountains, volcanoes, earthquakes and the water cycle and describe key aspects of human geography including settlements and land use.
